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Segundo apontam os estudos realizados por Uhle (1991), o Rotary Club é uma organização 
internacional fundada em 23 de fevereiro de 1905 em Chicago, EUA, por Paul Percy Harris. Esta 
organização tem como propósito ações empregadas a partir dos princípios de patriotismo, 
conciliação, liberdade, progresso, justiça, sacrifício e lealdade. Tendo por base esses setes 
princípios, os projetos dos rotarianos são praticados a partir da prestação de serviço à 
comunidade. (p. 27)

O nome Rotary foi inspirado na forma rotativa em que ocorriam as reuniões, ora nos locais de 
trabalho de cada membro, ora em outros lugares públicos, como em restaurantes. (p. 28)

Paul Harris, em torno da criação da Instituição Rotary Club americana, tinha ou manifestava uma 
preocupação maior com a expansão do capitalismo. Nesta perspectiva, encontramos a explicação 
da origem de Rotary Club no mundo, como um clube prestador de serviços à comunidade, mas que 
na verdade é uma mantenedora de status social, representada por profissionais liberais que têm 
interesses e propósitos comuns, e que aos poucos vão concebendo novas formas de sociabilidade.

Segundo as informações contidas e atualizadas em 2015, no site da Instituição Organizacional de 
Rotary Club International10, existem 35.069 Rotary Club em todo o mundo, sendo contabilizados 
um 1.227.099 membros rotarianos. No Brasil são 2.384 clubes de serviços espalhados pelos 
estados brasileiros, sendo ao todo 55.613 membros rotarianos. (p. 34)
