This was called the Olympic games because the place was called Olympia. It was a religious festival to honor the Greek gods Zeus and Hera;

The Olympic Games are an international multisport event, occurring every four years, organized by the International Olympic Committee. 
In these games we can observe thousands of athletes participate in a variety of competitions.
In 1894 a Frenchman, Baron de Coubertin, started modern Olympic games.
The Modern Olympic games took place in Athens in Greece.
Nearly all the Nations in the world take part in these games.

She was a Swiss sailor on the boat Lérina, which won the gold medal in the first race of the 1-2 ton class (which was part of the Olympic program) and silver medal in the second race of 1-2 ton class (part of the Expo program).  Hélène was 32 at the time of the Olympics. Her husband Hermann and her husband's nephew Bernard were also crew members on the Lérina.

She became the Gold Medalist when she cleared the 5 feet 6 1/8-inch bar on her first attempt. It was a new Olympic record. With this medal, Coachman became also the only American woman to win a gold medal at the 1948 Olympic Games. 
Black people in the Olympics
[image: GEORGE COLEMAN POAGE — Google Arts & Culture]On January 1st in 1904, the first Black Olympic medal winner was crowned. George Coleman Poage won a bronze medal. With less than 12 nations there, they celebrated the centennial of the Louisiana Purchase and the World's Fair that same year amid an undercurrent of racial uneasiness.  Black and _______________ exhibits were mounted separately, and "colored" areas were apart from the others. Many wanted Black athletes to boycott both the fair and the games, but Poage elected to participate. With less than 500 athletes participating in the games, Poage ran and won bronze medals for finishing third in the 200-meter and 400-meter hurdles that day.
The first Black Woman in Gymnastics

During her career, Daiane racked up 16 medals, 7 of which were gold. She also holds the distinction of being not only the first black gymnast to win an event at the World Championships but also the first Brazilian and South American to win the competition. In a recent interview, Daiane spoke about her experiences with _______________ while she was a member of Brazil’s national team. In one example, she remembers that some people even refused to use the same bathroom as her.

The boycott of the 1980 Olympics was made by approximately 60 _______________ that joined the United States. Stayed out of the boycott Great Britain, France, Italy, and Sweden. In all, about 5,000 athletes representing 81 countries attended the Games. 
Although a revenge _______________ of 16 countries led by the Soviet Union depleted the field in certain sports, in 1984 140 National Olympic Committees took part in Los Angeles Games, which was a record at the time.

He was born in 1937 in Paterson, New Jersey to a Catholic family. He tried to suppress being gay and threw himself into sports. He excelled in athletics as a means to compensate it. In 1968 Olympics in Mexico City, Waddell placed sixth among the 33 competitors. He broke five of his own personal records in the ten events. Many years after his Olympic days […] Waddell joined a gay bowling team which inspired him to create a gay sports event based on the Olympics. 
He traveled around the States campaigning for support to bring the ‘Gay Olympics’ into being. The first Gay Olympics was to take place in San Francisco in 1982 as a sports competition and arts festival, but the United States Olympic Committee (USOC) sued Waddell’s organization over its use of the word “_______________.” So, he had to change the name, and it became The ______________________________.
